„TÄLERBUS“

The concept of the tälerbus represents an  ”integrated environment-compound-traffic-system” for far-away villages, alpine valleys and summer tourists.
The concept tries to create a new quality for the mobility of the integrated tourism regions – Lungau, Murau, Nockberge, Schladming and Sölk – by connection of the public traffic lines with the “Tälerbusses” (translated “valley busses”), cable cars and other special forms of the public traffic. 
Tälerbusses are running during the summer holiday months from July to September.
The project is existing since 1989 and several environmental prizes were awarded to it already, f.e. the “Tourism Award for Tomorrow” of the British Airways and the environmental award of ARGE alp. The founder of the tälerbus was Dr. Emil Hocevar, living in Tamsweg (is not here today, has much to do with the time-table of the Murau district).
The tälerbus has a very high value of image and for the environment within the regions.

The main problem is that on one side some smaller alpine valleys are not closed up for the individual car traffic yet and on the other side some closed-up routes have no driving permission for the tälerbus yet.

Recreation without the own car - the tälerbus system makes possible some holidays of a special kind. Already the journey to the holiday resort can take place with public transport.
There the connections to many destinations for trips and hiking tours with railway, bus and cable car are guaranteed.

Mostly small busses are used, some with electric drive.

Tälerbusses in some sections are running in a natural landscape on non-public trails.
The most important ecological aims of the project are:

· Contribution for building up an eco-image among the tourists and the public (also media and local governments)
· Preserving the important tourism capital of an intact landscape and environment
· Calming down the traffic

· Car-free alpine valleys – improving the mobility by a flexible offer of public transport: each important destination for trips in the regions shall be able to be reached also without a car!
The most important economical aims of the project are:

· Building up a professional project management and future-orientated holder (the tälerbus-lines shall be integrated into the traffic compound of Salzburg within the next year)
· Saving the financing through new financial sources
· Current improvement of the offers by cooperations and innovations

· Long-lasting maintainance of a sufficient infra-structure of the public traffic
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
